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Insurers partner up with governments, environmental
groups to battle oceanrisk

As part of the UN Secretary General's Climate Action
Summit, a new alliance between the insurance and fi-
nance sectors, governments and environmental organ-
isations is being launched to build resilience to ocean
risk.

The Ocean Risk and Resilience Action Alliance (ORRAA)
will pioneer insurance and finance products that spur
investment in coastal resilience, accelerate research to
better understand and manage ocean risk, and inform
policy, governance, and publicunderstanding.

“Ocean changes have widespread implications for the
lives and livelihoods of billions of people,” said Denis
Duverne, chairman of the board at AXA, one of ORRAA’s
founding member companies. “Protecting and regener-
ating coastal natural capital is critical, and the finance
and insurance industries have a key role to play in re-
ducing the exposure and vulnerability of coastal com-
munities and ecosystems. From micro-insurance prod-
ucts for loans incentivising sustainable fishing to a Blue
Carbon Resilience Credit giving a carbon and resilience
value to mangroves, ORRAA’s outputs will be designed
to be replicated across regions exposed to the impacts
of ocean changes.”

ORRAA’s other founding members include Ocean
Unite, the Global Resilience Partnership, and the gov-
ernment of Canada. At last month’s G7 meeting, Cana-
dian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau announced that
Canada would provide more than C$2 million to help
build the alliance.

“The ocean is vital for supporting life on our planet, and
ecosystems such as reefs, mangroves, seagrass beds,
and salt marshes play a critical role in coastal protec-
tion and local economies,” said Karen Sack, president
and CEO of Ocean Unite. “By bringing sectors together
and significantly increasing investment in our natural
capital, we can regenerate and revitalise nature to the
benefit of ecosystems and society for generations to
come.”

“The alliance is a powerful opportunity for a diverse
and influential set of stakeholders to join forces in de-
veloping innovative solutions to ocean risk while also
helping to close the protection gap in emerging econo-
mies,” said Deon Nel, CEO of the Global Resilience
Partnership. “The alliance brings together the
knowledge, innovation and political will to realise a
truly transformative, global response to ocean risk.”

Towards anincrease in aviation insurance premiums

The Boeing 737 MAX crisis will have a direct impact on
aviation insurance premiums. On the eve of the renew-
al, the latter will witness a double-digit increase for the
first time in 15 years. In fact, it is since 2017 that market
professionals have noticed a rise in aviation losses. The
grounding of the 737 MAX would put additional pressure
onrates.

This hardening is predictable after the exceptional loss-
es caused by Boeing and its 737 MAX. In addition to the
aircraft hull and the bodily injuries policies following
the crashes of Ethiopian Airlines and Lion Air aircrafts,,
the policies pertaining to the aircraft manufacturer's
third party liability will also weigh on the bill.
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Boeing had to ground several hundred aircrafts for
several months and delay the delivery of thousands
more. The total compensation bill for Boeing custom-
ers (including both crashes) could reach 10 billion USD,
which Boeing would inevitably pass on to the price of
its aircrafts. Airlines will, in turn, increase airfares,
and in the end, it is the traveler who will pay for the
entire loss.

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Better cooperation among regional industry
bodies necessary

The opportunities and challenges the insur-
ance industry faces in Asia and Africa are
largely similar in many aspects. Also, con-
sidering the social and geopolitical similar-
ities, it is necessary for regional insurance
bodies to collaborate to help providers
benefit from the resources in the Afro-
Asian markets while serving their national
economies.

Several insurance and reinsurance provid-
ers are members of the three largest re-

gional (re)insurance bodies - African In-
surance Organisation (AlO), Federation of
Afro-Asian Insurers & Reinsurers (FAIR)
and General Arab Insurance Federation
(GAIF). Members of these three bodies
from emerging countries have in common
many issues or challenges that need to be
addressed jointly to benefit from the
available resources in their correspond-
ing regions, said GAIF secretary general



Two such issues are dealing with the widening protection
gap and climate change, said Mr Abouzaid. “Our main focus
should be on how to close the protection gap, and forecast
and mitigate the consequences of climate change. There-
fore, the three organisations should initiate collaboration
in these areas. For example, Turkey and Algeria have ex-
cellent experiences in managing Nat CATs; Morocco has a
drought scheme; and Ethiopia has also started a drought
scheme. Nevertheless, many countries are not yet pre-
pared for the Nat CAT challenge and/or to reduce the pro-

tection gap. Exchanging experiences and creating ca-
pacities (pools) will definitely be an excellent way to
enhance cooperation between African, Arab and Asian
countries.”

The relatively low retention level due to small capital
base and/or lack of technical expertise in some lines of
business is another major challenge, said Mr Abouzaid.
“Increasing regional capacities will increase the local
retentions, especially with the implementation of the
new solvency regulations.”

Number of motor insurance policiesrise to

A group of MPs are trying to amend policies of private in-
surance firms through legislation to prevent them from
charging motorists not at faultin car accidents.

The proposal follows numerous complaints from people
claiming insurance companies have charged them for a
percentage of the repair job, despite having comprehen-
sive insurance and the police determining they were not at
fault.

Five MPs want to change this policy and to bring insurance
firms in line in a bid to stamp out practices that involve
duping customers with the fine print of contracts.

The proposal was submitted yesterday to Parliament
chairwoman Fouzia Zainal, who referred it to the services
committee for review.

The MPs behind the bill are parliament second vice-
chairman Ali Al Zayed, Abdulrazzak Al Hattab, Ahmed Al
Ansari, Dr Abdulla Al Thawadi and Isa Al Dossary.

“Charging people who are not at fault to repair or replace
damage to the car is something new this country is wit-
nessing,” said Dr Al Thawadi, who is also parliament’s hu-
man rights committee chairman.

“People abiding by traffic rules and minding their own
business are now subject to unfair insurance policies that
disregard their rights of getting proper compensation.

“The conditions set by insurance companies could be un-
constitutional and were possibly included in contracts that
people sign without the approval of the Central Bank of
Bahrain (CBB).

“Policies should follow certain templates that are
acknowledged by the CBB and people should be enlight-
ened about their rights before signing.”

However, MP Ahmed Al Salloom, who is Bahrain Bloc
president, said the firms were within their legal right to
provide different policies based on their business model -
adding that consumers should be more aware of their
rights and the market.

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“The terms are clearly stated for compensation wheth-
er someone is at fault or not and insurance companies
calculate things to maximise their profits and reduce
spending on replacements and repairs,” he said.

“If people are not happy with the conditions set on the
contract they should reject it and go to another compa-
ny which they feel will serve them justice or treat them
better.”

One Bahraini man, who lodged a complaint with MPs,
told the GDN on condition of anonymity that he had to
pay 25pc of the cost of damage to his car when another
motorist crashed into him.

“My insurance company calculated the cost, with the
other driver’'s company, at BD2,000 and they asked me
to pay 25pc of the cost, which was BD500, because my
caris 2016 model,” said the 30-year-old.

“I have full insurance and am paying around BD140 a
year, so why should | have to pay that amount, it's not
fair.”

The GDN approached the CBB and a number of private
insurance firms for comment, but there was no re-
sponse.

Last month, the same group of MPs submitted queries
on private insurance policies in the country to CBB
Governor Rasheed Al Miraj, who in response issued a
decision to amend bylaws under the 2016 Unified Com-
pulsory Insurance Policy Law.

The decision states that firms cannot charge custom-
ersfor new spare partsif used ones could not be found.

“In case there are no spare parts, new or used, then
payments have to be made as final settlements at the
cost of the new spare part and repair,” stated the deci-
sion published in the Official Gazette.

In March the total number of licensed vehicles regis-
tered in Bahrain reached 724,082, up from 695,707 a
year earlier.

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Mandatory health insurance likely from mid-
2020

Oman’s mandatory universal health insurance for private
sector employees, domestic workers and visitors to the
Sultanate, may begin rolling out as early as mid-2020.

The system aims to provide affordable health insurance to
private sector employees and domestic workers, as well
as visitors to Oman, and will start with the electronic
Dhamani (Arabic for ‘my insurance’) system for mandatory
health insurance. It hopes to guarantee that costs do not
leave too much of a dent in the wallet of those who find
healthcare expensive.

Ahmed Al Mamari, the Vice President of the Insurance
Sector at the Capital Market Authority, told Times of Oman:
“We hope to begin the rollout in the middle of next year or
before, since we hope to also focus on technology, which is
important in both the insurance sector and health sectors.
This is where Dhamani comes into the mandatory health
insurance system. It is an electronic platform that links the
providers of health insurance, the health services and cus-
tomers as well as the government, which allows us to reg-
ulate the system better and even add new services.”

Providing proper healthcare to people is key in the manda-
tory health insurance programme, which is why the CMA
also worked on a unified minimum type of health insurance
that has to exist.

“The health insurance will not be identical between differ-
ent companies,” added Ahmed Al Mamari.

“We have put in a mandate, a unified minimum health in-
surance that insurance companies have to provide, and
this is to protect all consumers. This is the minimum, basic
health insurance. However, companies will be able to
compete, using different health insurance schemes that
improve on the mandate and using different prices.”

According to him, the project will also help expand both the
private insurance sector and the private health sector in
Oman. “The project provides health insurance coverage to
Omani and expat employees in the private sector, as well
as domestic workers and visitors,” added Al Mamari

Ahmed Al Mamari said, “The goal is to provide health cov-
erage to this large segment of society, as well as to draw
investments and demand to the private health sector in
Oman, which would improve services.

“The authority was directed by the Council of Ministers to
coordinate with the ministries of health and manpower, as
well as the Royal Oman Police and the Oman Chamber of
Commerce and Industry to work on creating the necessary
framework,” he said. “At this point, we are in an advanced
stage when it comes to creating the framework. We also
worked to canvass the opinion of private sector represent-
atives on how best to implement the project from an eco-
nomic standpoint. We decided to instigate the project
phase by phase, so that we do not move on until we have
seen how ready we are,” he added.

SMEs will be exempt

According to him, SMEs will be exempt from the man-
datory health insurance requirement at the start of the
scheme.

“We kept SMEs in mind when thinking about the pro-
ject,” explained Al Mamari. “During this phase, SMEs
will not have to implement health insurance, and we
are coordinating with Riyada in order to find the best
way to introduce it for SMEs in a way that preserves
them.”

According to the latest insurance data from the CMA,
there were 469,791 people covered by health insurance
in 2018, 262,486 of whom were Omani and 207,305 of
whom were expats. The health insurance programme
aimsto raise that number to over two million workers.

Higher efficiency

Dr Mohamed Ghazaly, health insurance advisor to the
Capital Market Authority, told Times of Oman: “The sys-
tem is fully electronic, which will lead to higher effi-
ciency compared to paper insurance, and is expected
to begin rolling out in 2020. This rollout is expected to
take around two or three years from when it first be-
gins untilit covers everybody.

“By the time this system is fully established, it is ex-
pected to include two million employees, which is
much higher than the 400,000 or half a million people
who are currently covered, as well as around two or
three million others, who come into Oman as tourists
or short-term visitors. When they come to Oman, they
will need to get an insurance package,”

he added.

An insurance company operating in Oman has said it
was looking forward to the programme. Paul Abu Fai-
sal, the chief of life and medical insurance at Arabian
Falcon Insurance, told Times of Oman: “Growing the
market from half a million to two million beneficiaries
will naturally open the path for investors, who will see
aboostintheir business, and we are looking forward to
it.

Preparing our files

“We have begun preparing our files for this pro-
gramme, and we hope that we are one of the compa-
nies who sign on to be part of the programme as soon
asitisrolled out,” he added.

These comments came at the Oman Health Expo, which
was opened yesterday at the Oman Convention & Exhi-
bition Centre by His Excellency Sayyid Dr. Sultan bin
Yarub Al Busaidi, Advisor to the Ministry of Health for
Health Affairs. The medical event, which is now in its
ninth edition, will run from September 23 to 25.

Je dois oeuvrer pour le développement de la coopération
inter-arabe, la rendre de plus en plus effective, travailler a la
modernisation des régulations dans le monde arabe, encourager
les échanges d’expériences, les formations, etc. Je m'occupe aussi
de la relation entre les compagnies; notre moment le plus fort est
notre conférence bi-annuelle qui réunit prés de 2.000 personnes.

Tout le reste de 'année on organise des workshops, et des sémi-
naires sur des themes variés. On essaie de les faire chaque fois
dans un pays différent, pour permettre au maximum de gens d’en
profiter.

Le GAIF gére la carte orange; quand quelqu’'un voyage en voiture
d’'un pays arabe a un autre pays arabe, Il a besoin de prendre une
carte orange, comme on prend une carte verte en Europe. C'est
une assurance de responsabilité civile automobile. Nous sommes
en charge de la gestion des émissions des cartes oranges. Chaque
année on émet des millions de cartes et on les met a la disposition
des compagnies.

Nous sommes chargés de la coordination entre les pays. Quand il
y a un conflit qui surgit entre deux bureaux, nous intervenons pour
faciliter le paiement, faciliter les émissions de cartes.

Depuis votre nomination, que comptez-vous changer?

Je souhaiterai pouvoir mieux intégrer la région Maghreb dans
lactivité du GAIF. On va travailler pour que toutes les parties du
monde arabe soient intégrées. Il y a des pays pour lesquels on ne
peut pas faire grand chose malheureusement pour linstant,
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comme la Somalie, ou
les pays en guerre,
comme la Syrie et le
Yémen, la Libye. Ce
sont des pays qui ont
toujours été trés pré-
sents au niveau du
GAIF; on se doit d'étre
la, que ce soit en
temps de guerre ou
de paix.

Parlez-nous de vos
futurs projets?

En ce moment, on
travaille sur un projet
trésimportant, qui se nomme “Orange Card Electronic Link”, ou
liaison électronique entre les différents bureaux. Par exemple,
entre la Libye et la Tunisie, il y a des millions de voitures qui
traversent la frontiére entre les deux pays; le jour ou tout sera
automatisé, ca facilitera la vie des gens. Une fois qu'on aura
établi le lien électronique entre les pays, on pourra aussi se
connecter avec la police des frontiéres, de maniére a ce que
quand une personne se présente a la frontiere, elle aura sa
carte orange électronique preuve de son assurance, ce qui
réduira d’autant le temps de passage aux frontiéres.

A lavenir, cela bénéficiera au Maroc, quand la frontiére avec
UAlgérie sera réouverte. Le choix de l'entreprise informatique
qui va concevoir le systéme se fera dans les prochaines
semaines.

Lors de la cérémonie d'ouverture du FAIR, il y a eu l'annonce du
lancement au Maroc du fonds des catastrophes naturelles
(FSEC) en janvier 2020; pouvez-vous nous expliquer de quoi il
s'agit?

Chaque fois qu’il y a des inondations, des tremblements de
terre, des éboulements de terrain, on se retrouve parfois avec
des dizaines, voire des centaines de victimes et des dégats ma-
tériels. Il y a au Maroc deux systémes de catastrophes na-
turelles; un pool qui s'occupe des assurances privées, géré par
la Compagnie d’Assurance Transport (CAT); celui que va gérer
le fonds récemment créé, sera subventionné par UEtat, au
départ; il va en outre prélever 1% sur les primes d'assurance;
son role sera d’indemniser les personnes qui n‘ont pas d’'assur-
ance, les populations démunies, chaque fois qu'il y aura une
catastrophe naturelle. De ce fait, il va alléger la facture pour
UEtat. Les années ou il n'y aura pas de catastrophe naturelle,
largent va s'accumuler; c’est un bon mécanisme. En plus, le
conseil des ministres a mis a sa téte M. Abderrahim Chaffai, un
actuaire qui parle bien la langue des chiffres et spécialiste du
sujet.
